House Bill 223 - “AN ACT REVISING THE DISABLED VETERAN PROPERTY TAX  ASSISTANCE PROGRAM; REMOVING THE INCOME LIMIT FOR THE PROGRAM; PROVIDING ASSISTANCE FOR DISABLED VETERANS WHO ARE RATED 60% TO 90% DISABLED; AMENDING SECTIONS 15-6-301, 15-6-302, AND 15-6-311, MCA; AND PROVIDING AN IMMEDIATE EFFECTIVE DATE AND A RETROACTIVE APPLICABILITY DATE.” will be heard in the House Taxation Committee on Thursday, January 19th, at 9 am in Room 152. 

This bill, sponsored by Representative Scot Kerns (R-Great Falls) serves to:

· Exempt portions of property tax for 60%-90% service connected disabled

· Current law provides this exemption only for 100% service connected disabled
